The word Ukiyoe means the picture of buoyant world, and it describes the common
people's daily life, including Kabuki plays, Geisha houses, Sumo wrestling and
beautiful sights. In this section are collected Ukiyoe on scenes of Ohaguro (teeth
blacking) and teeth cleaning which were the manners and customs of Edo period.

Ohaguro (teeth blacking, teeth dye)

The main element of Ohaguro is the tannic acid ferric salt.

In the ancient times, Ohaguro started among ladies in the polite society. In Heian
period (8th -12th century), the court noble men and the superior Samurai also put
Ohaguro. And so did all married women in Edo period. In 1873, law prohibited
Ohaguro. (refer to section F)

Pasted rag picture (Oshie)

It describes persons, the beauty of nature and sceneries by applying beautiful
patches on the pasteboard. In order to make the surface three-dimensional, cotton is
often inserted.

Ikkanbari (lacquered papier-marche)
Many layers of paper are pasted on a wooden block that is taken away after paper
dry. Then, lacquer is applied on the surface of this paper object.

Makie

After Japanese lacquer that is varnished on the wood is dry, a pattern is painted on
its surface also with Japanese lacquer. Gold and silver powder is applied over this.
Then, the beautiful pattern becomes visible.

Ohaguro-Tsubo (pot)

After simmering a heated iron (ex. nail) with green tea in this pot, sake (alchol),
vinegar and some sweets are added. This liquid is sealed and kept for 2 to 3 months
in the cool and dark place. --- Ohaguro liquid

Mimidarai (wooden tub)
It is used during rinsing in putting Ohaguro.

Watashigane (linear metal plate)
On a Watashigane over a Mimidarai, an Ohaguro cup, a casket for Fushiko, a
Kanetsuke-Fude are placed.

Kanewakashi (tea kettle)
This is a container to carry warmed Ohaguro liquid from Ohaguro-Tsubo to the
room where they put Ohaguro.

Fushiko (powder)
Powdered gallnut of the samuc plant that contains tannic acid

Ohaguro cup (metal cup)
Into the Ohaguro cup, the Ohaguro liquid is subdivided.

Kannetsuke-Fude

It is the same thing as the brush, Fusayoji (refer to C-4), which is called differently
depending on their usage.

They put repeatedly Ohaguro liquid with Fushiko on the teeth until they are blacked.

Vulcanized rubber dentures were used between 1880 and 1945, until acrylic resin as

a denture base material was developed.

A wax denture was invested in a flask with plaster. When the wax was eliminated, a
plaster mold was made in the flask. (Up to this step, the procedure is the same as
that of resin denture base.) The non-vulcanized rubber was packed and compressed
in the plaster mold. Then the flask was put in a vulcanizer (refer to J-1). In the
vulcanizer, the rubber was vulcanized and hardened. (refer to J-19)

Wooden Plate Dentures

Wooden plate dentures seem to have been begun by sculptors of Buddha statues in their spare
time because they had the impression technique using beeswax and the sculpting technique of
the Buddha statues. The origin of the wooden plate dentures are said to ascend to the 8th
century. The existent oldest wooden plate denture (boxwood) is a nun's, who died at the age of
76 in 1538. In Edo period, full-time denturists appeared, and the dentures became popular
among common people.

In the wooden plate dentures, woods (boxwood, cherry tree etc.) were used as the denture
bases, and woods, stones and bones as the artificial teeth. The principle of adhesion of the
wooden plate dentures, however, is the same as that of today's dentures.

In other countries, the denture became in practical use in around 1800. (Dr. Gardette J., at
Philadelphia, U.S.A.)
