With a
special emphasis on harmonizing dental education, this
project will aim at establishing a network of healthcare
professionals in this region.
TMDU and Chulalongkorn University (CU) have a long his-
tory of friendship and close mutual cooperation, starting
with the conclusion of an academic collaboration agree-
ment between the TMDU Faculty of Dentistry and the
CU Faculty of Dentistry in 1991. After the 10-year mile-
stone project, “The Core University Program in Dentistry”
(FY1996-2005), academic collaboration and scholarly ex-
change between the two universities continued and the
both presidents agreed to establish the CU-TMDU
Research and Education Collaboration Center at CU
Faculty of Dentistry on Nov. 23, 2009.
With the close cooperation of the CU-TMDU Research
and Education Collaboration Center, this project will pro-
mote the following:
1) Compiling a guideline for harmonizing dental education
in Southeast Asia
2) Providing continuing education opportunities in dentistry
3) Supplying information on research and education of
TMDU and studying in Japan in general
4) Providing health education/medical information for
Japanese nationals in Southeast Asia
5) Improvement of the IT environment

based on the experiences gained during this project.

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— Support for the Formation of Collaborative Programs with ASEAN Universities —
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Tokyo Medical and Dental University (TMDU) has re-
ceived a grant from the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science & Technology for the FY2012 Re-
inventing Japan Project. TMDU will form a consortium
with Chulalongkorn University (CU), University of
Indonesia (Ul), and the University of Medicine and
Pharmacy at Ho Chi Minh City (UMP), establishing a net-
work based on Japan’s strong points in such areas as
medical and dental technology, materials, and equipment.
This project aims at nurturing young educators, research-
ers, and caregivers who can independently assume lead-
ership roles in medical and dental fields. In FY2014,
Srinakharinwirot University (Thailand) and the University
of Melbourne (Australia), in FY2015 the University of
Sydney (Australia) have become TMDU's partner univer-

sities. Contents of the projects are as follows.

[Contents of the Programs]

1. Exchange programs for students

Exchange programs for undergraduate and postgraduate
students have been organized with a focus on quality
management. The numbers of Japanese students who
participated in outbound programs held in Thailand,
Indonesia or Viet Nam were 19 in FY2012, 58 in FY 2013,
50 in FY2014, and 43 in FY2015. As for inbound pro-
grams, 25 students in FY2012, 36 in FY2013, 38 in
FY2014, and 40 in FY2015 participated in training courses
held at TMDU, Japan. Under the supervision of the facul-
ty of host universities, students received practical instruc-
tions in research and clinics, and internship programs out-
side university (at companies, labs, and other institutions).
Participated students received certificates for completion
of training courses, and academic credits were approved
by their own universities provided that all other require-

ments were fulfilled.

2. International seminars and global retreats

To enhance the knowledge and skills of students/young
researchers, academic meetings with appropriate themes
have been organized in the four countries. So far, 8 inter-
national seminars and 6 international symposiums were
organized. Global retreats were held in Japan in FY2012,
and Thailand in FY2013, Indonesia in FY2014, and Viet
Nam in FY2015. Through the global retreats, students
were inspired their interest in international exchange con-

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Overview

The difference between the average and the healthy life
expectancy expands in our country, and “unhealthy
period” limited in daily life tends to be prolonged.
Correspondence to super-aged society is a pressing
problem, but many problems are still left for present dental
education. “The Dental Education Consortium to promote
healthy longevity”, which is selected by the Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as
the program for cultivating advanced medical experts with
problem-solving approach, was composed of Tohoku
University, Niigata University, Tokyo Dental College, The
Nippon Dental University and Tokyo Dental and Medical
University. The universities form a consortium beyond the
limit between the national and private school, and share
the educational resource each university makes the ad-
vantage with one another. The aim of the 5-years plan ed-
ucational program is to cultivating human resources who
can assume holistic dental treatment corresponded to all
life stages to promote healthy longevity.

Each university creates the class targeted at undergraduate
students, which is shared by E-learning and teacher’s
coming and going mutually. The consortium aims to so-
phisticated and standardized dental education in the future
by the whole country sending the obtained product.

The project, which began in September 2014, started all
courses in all five universities in this second year. The
five universities shear core classes recorded as video pic-
ture by each university with each other. Compared with
the last year, the video contents made an improvement in
point of image and sound quality and had higher educa-
tional effects. These video contents are important educa-
tional resources and are expected to spread throughout
the country in the future. In January, we hold a sympo-
sium, which included a keynote lecture, an educational
lecture, and a panel discussion by representative of each
university. We had an active discussion about the more
effective way to record and operate core classes, based
on the feedbacks in conducting the same core classes to
the five universities with different backgrounds. The
TMDU students, who participated in a course in Oral
Health Sciences for Healthy Longevity, learned not only
normal dentistry but also comprehensive knowledge of
gerontology. And then, they took the first step toward be-
coming dentists who can contribute to a society of

Development of medical resources who carry out inter-professional approach to realize the fruitful healthy-longevity society
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Technology of Japan (MEXT) for selected good practices.
The aim of this program is to create the distinctive educa-
tional courses where the advanced healthcare providers
will be trained and to disseminate these to any other edu-
cational institutions.

Overview

Extending “healthy life expectancy” is an urgent issue in
the super aging society. For improvement of Quality of
Life (QOL) for aged persons, development of medical re-
sources who carry out inter-professional approach is es-
sential and urgent.

On this 5-year project, three universities: Tokyo Medical
and Dental University (TMDU), Hiroshima University and
Kyushu Dental University collaborate in promoting the in-
ter-professional work (IPW) and the community medical
cooperation through harmonizing education and clinical
practice.

We aim to contribute toward the implementation of the
fruitful healthy-longevity society.
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Contents (TMDU)

1. Development of dental hygienists who can practice
team medical care

In undergraduate course, students will learn the knowledge
and techniques of the oral care for both in- and out-patients
in cooperation with other members of medical care team
at TMDU university hospital.

2. Training of the leaders who can promote team
medical care (a certificate program)

This extension course is conducted with the medical
providers such as dental hygienists, dental technicians,
nurses, speech-language-hearing therapists, etc. as the
subject. Trainees will master the technique of oral care
for perioperative patients who should prevent infection
and the complication, and will be the leaders who proac-

tively promote the inter-professional approach.

Basic-Clinical Borderless Education for Dental Medicine
(Director:Professor Ikuo Morita) was chosen as one of the
programs in “Support Programs for Improving Graduate
School Education” in 2008-2010 by the Ministry of
Education. The program showed further improvement
with the help by the university between 2011-2013. Since
the academic year 2014/2015 this program has been
provided to all the graduate students in dental science of
our university.

Overview

We created the program to improve the levels of educa-
tion and research for all our graduate students in dental
science. In addition to the standard education provided in
each department, we are introducing a new system that
merges clinical research and basic science research. With
the support we've received to globalize our program, we
aim to cultivate clinical specialists who possess high lev-
els of research ability and clinical-oriented researchers
who are recognized globally.
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Each lecture series (Oral Biochemistry, Mucosal
Biology and Diseases; Oral Health and Education;
Developmental Biology and Reconstruction; Biomate-
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The basics for writing a paper
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rials and Bioengineering) comprises 9 field specific
lectures and 6 common lectures. Lecture series in
English is composed of three lectures held in English
in each field specific lectures (total 12 lectures) and
3 common lectures presented in English.
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(1) Set up “Course Lectures” that consists five lecture
series:

1. Developmental Biology and Reconstruction; 2. Oral
Health and Education; 3. Oral Biochemistry, Mucosal
Biology and Diseases; 4. Biomaterials and Bioengineering;
5. Lecture Series in English (starting from 2013)

Lecture series 1~4 comprises 9 field specific lectures and
6 common lectures (Intellectual Property, Bioethics, The
basics for writing a paper). “Lecture series in English” is
composed of three lectures held in English in each field
specific lectures (total 12 lectures) and 3 common lectures
presented in English.

(2) Maintenance of independence of the teaching staff

Each staff member of the graduate school belongs to the
original section and holds independency in this system.

(3) Borderless education

Each research project group is composed of a student, a
main supervisor and two sub-supervisors. This group
improves research directions and plans by holding regular
discussion and assistance in writing a manuscript (thesis).

(4) Grading

Regular discussion is held to evaluate the progress of
student research.

(5) Program evaluation

Annual evaluation is held to improve of the practices.

(6) Establishment of a standardized graduate school
education system

This program is introduced on university homepage for

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Overview

As baccalaureate abilities of the health professional (med-
ical doctors, dentists, nurses, laboratory medical technol-
ogist, dental hygienists, social workers), clinical inference,
decision-making, problem solving, and cooperation ability
to implement the team medical approach are very impor-
tant as well as necessary specialized knowledge and
skills in medical / health activities. In order to acquire
these abilities, clinical practice on real patients is the
most effective way, but the number of the experienced
cases for the students in clinical practice is not enough.
We have originally developed and utilized Computer
Assisted Education System on Clinical Simulation for
Medical and Dental Practice Training in each schools in
our university.

The aim of this program is to develop the education sys-
tem to a more common system which will be useful and
effective for the students in all schools in health profes-
sional fields, and utilized from anywhere at any time. We
also develop the common materials which is commonly
useful and effective in all fields of the health professionals
such as first aid cases, emergency medical care, hygiene
management, and so on. Moreover, we also develop the
simulation materials which expose the students to the
other health professionals’ way of clinical inference, deci-
sion-making, problem solving.

There is a pressing need to cultivate dentists who can re-
spond to an increasing complex medical environment and
to a rapidly super-aging society.

The mission of this Course
is to develop dental professionals capable of combining
advanced engineering and science & technology to improve
oral health and aesthetics.

Through this course students become qualified to take
the national examination for dental technicians.

We anticipate that graduates from our School will be-
come professionals who support and promote health,
well-being and quality of life, and who exhibit an interna-

The international program in orthodontics is the first Joint
Degree Program (JDP) of Chulalongkorn University (CU)
and Tokyo Medical and Dental University (TMDU). The
five-year program aims to educate and train dentists in the
orthodontic specialty. The study will take place at CU in
the first, the third-fifth years, and at TMDU in the second
year. The general dentists have opportunity to practice
contemporary orthodontics and establish a deep research
activity that will prepare them to be not only orthodontists
but also leaders of the research project. During the first 3
years the students will focus on theoretical study on diag-
nosis and treatment of malocclusions by interceptive and
corrective orthodontics as well as multidisciplinary ap-
proaches, dissertation seminar and establish research
proposal under the supervision of both CU and TMDU ad-
visors. Part of the research result will be submitted for
publication in the international journal for fulfillment of the
program. In order to enhance their expertise in orthodon-
tics the students have the opportunity to treat orthodontic
patients at the CU clinic for at least 2.5 years. Treatment
progresses as well as results have to be evaluated and ac-

cepted for fulfillment of the clinical training.
